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9-5- Faridoddin Attar Neyshabouri's Tomb

Sheikh Attar Neyshabouri is one of the most famous poets and one of the three most important
mystic poets in Iran. Unlike Khayyam's fame out of Iran, Attar's fame has been more outstanding inside
the country. It is asserted that he was born in 1145 A.D. and on the basis of an account, he died in
1220 A.D. during Mongols' invasion to Iran. No reliable information about the exact date of the first
,construction on Attar's tomb is available, but due to the chief of the judge's efforts, Yahy Ibne Sa'ed
a construction was made at the time of Taymuri and then destroyed. A scenic construction was made
by Amir Alishir Navaee during Sultan Hossein Bayaghra's period in 1485 A.D. This construction
was getting destroyed when Sultan Hossein Nayyeroddoleh, the ruler of Khorassan at that time,
reconstructed it in 1948 A.D. Fortunately a beautiful yard and a garden were built around the tomb
by the National Works Association which is now a drawcard for thousands of native and foreign tourists.
The construction of the tomb not only includes a gem inside but introduces a specific Islamic
architecture This tomb is now located at 5 kilometers south east of Neyshabour and encloses
Kamalalmolk's tomb one of the most famous contemporary Iranian painters.
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8-5- Kamalalmolk Ghaffari's Tomb

Muhammad Ghaffari (Kashan 1847 - Neyshabour
, 1940 A.D.) known as Kamalalmolk the master
is one of the contemporary dignitaries in the painting
art of Iran whose tomb is located next to Attar
Neyshabouri's tomb. The present construction of the
tomb was designed by an architect called Hushang Seyhoon
and built by K.J.T company. The construction of
the tomb is made up of armed cement, with an area
of 28 sq meters.

It includes 6 small porches inside which is decorated
by valuabe colorful sudorific ceramics. A contour statue
of Kamalalmolk's upper body has been made and
installed on his tomb stone by one of his students
called Master Abulhassan Seddighi.
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So [Fazll

Abu Muhammad Fazl Ibne Shazane Azdi, one of the most prominent Shiatis speakers in the
middle of the third Hejri century, died in 873 A.D. He passed his schooling during the golden age
of Neyshabour and moved to Iraq and Hejaz to complete it. He had 180 comilations, 45 of which
have been recognized till now. Among his compilations, one can refer to: Esbatorraj'a, Hodus Alalam,
Masa'el Alboldan, Ale'raze Valjavaher, and Aleezah. According to some account, Fazl Yar and
Masahebe Shahar Imam was about Imam Reza, Imam Muhammad Taghi, Imam Alian Naghi
and Imam Hassan Asgari. The presence of atomb stone with an inseribed date of 873 A.D. is

suggestive of the significance and position of his tomb; however, there's no reliable evidence about
the exact date of the first construction on his tomb. His present tomb is located 6 km south east of
Neyshabour near other martyrs of Neyshabour and other dead of Neyshabour.




6-5- Sheikh Maghrebi and Heiri's Tombs
Abu Osman Saeed Ibne Salam Maghrebi,
one of Sufie's Sheikh, died in 983 A.D. in Neyshabour

known as Sheikh Haram, Tavoosolharam and

Joneide Sani, whose hometown is said to be
Ghirvan in Marakesh. Just next to his tomb is located
Abu Osman Heiri's tomb who was one of the greatest
Tasavvof Sheikhs and also one of the 3 l'gentury
A.H. scholars who died in 910 A.D. ( 298 A.H.).
Maghrebi's tomb plan is four- proch shaped the age
of which is attributed to the second dynasty of
Pahlavi, about 60 years ago.
This tomb is located 4 km south east of
Neyshabour at the side of a boulevard running to

Khayyam's tomb.

5-5- The Great Historical Mosque

This mosque is the most ancient construction
having been built after the city relocated to the present
position. A great earthquake in 1405 A.D. destroyed
the city completely and a new city including the

present one was constructed in the Northwest.

The mosque was set up by Ali Karkhi the hero, in 1493.

scontemporary with the kingdom of Sultan Hossein Bayaghra
the last Taymouri ruler. The builder's name was
inscribed on a pieee of stone in the castern part of
the south altar, visible on the Shabestan pillar.
In spite of repetitive reconstructions and repairs, the mosque

has preserved its original form and archaeology typical

to ancient times. The mosque has four gates on four sides.
Just for commemorations, some celebrities installed tableis
,and stone inseriptions in the construction of the mosque
including two on the northern gate, showing words of
command by Shah Abbas Safavi. One of them includes
a tax exemption for business people at the time of
the ruler's passing through the city, and the other one
prevents the ruler family and relative from plundering
people’s properties. There is also an inscription made
by Abbas Gholi Khan Nami just over the altar of

the southern porch which accounts for a repair in 1714

in the period of Sultan Hossein Safavi.
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4-5- Neyshabour Historical Roofed Bazaar

This bazaar is located in the central context
of the town near Enghelab cross, and dates
back to Safavid Dynasty. It is one of the most

unique ones in Khorasan which used to be 300
to 400 meters long till the beginning of the
present century. The entrances to the bazaar
used to be Khayyam square (Darvazeh Mashhad)
on one end and Ferdosi square (Darvaze Iraq)
on the other end. But the main entrance to this
bazaar today is from Imam street with an area
of 800 meters, about 200 meters long, 5.5 meters
wide. The height of the porch is about 4 meters
and there are still some monuments of Karvansary,
Sara, Timcheh and Bath inside it.

As for the construction, the walls and porch
poles are made of bricks and the ceiling is
barrel- arch. The outer shape of the bazaar
has been remodeled and reconstructed several
times,the last of which was done on the basis
of efforts by tradesmen and Neyshabour Cultural

Heritage Organization in 1994.

Just opposite the entrance of the bazaar, at the
entrance of New Bazaar the gold sellers' bazaar,
there is an ancient water reservoir (ABANBAR)
as old as the bazaar itself, dating back to Safavid
Dynasty, which had probably been used as a
major water source for the city. As far as the style
and the architectural shape is concerned, this
water reservoir are something unique in its sort.

2-5- Historical Construetion of Mehrabad (Shah Mir)
Two brick historical sonctructions are situated 4 km
south of Neyshabour, at the side of Kashmar road, near
a small cemetery. The larger construction is designed with
an octagonal plan on the basis of brick layers, whose size
of bricks and the decoration of the dome cirele is one of
the greatest masterpieces of Iran because no mortar
has been used for pointing (BANDKESHI) and the construction
of the plan. Furthermore, you can find a cross. shaped
hall within the construction which is assumed to be
a private tomb for the sake of which the whole construction
was built. Due to an underground cellar, you can hear
some legends and tales narrated by people the truth of
which is doubtful. On the basis of its architectural style
and the materials used, this construction is one of
,the most valuable works dating back to Saljughi Dynasty
12" century.The smaller construction is located 15 meters
northwards with the same octagonal plan with a four- arch
.shape the entrances of which are narrow and high
Due to remodeling you can't find any sight of surface
construction now. This construction lacks any cellar and
dates back to Ilkhani period in the 144 century Like
the previous construction, this one also lacks any special
interior decorations. The outer shape was getting ruined
due to erosion and passage of time, but now remodeled.
